You may create a setter and initialize the converter with
proper values. Something like...

{
Sqlld TBL ,ID, NAME, CLEARTIME;
public:
void setValues(Sqlld _TBL ,Sqlld _ID, Sqlld _NAME,int CLEARTIME)
{
TBL = _TBL;
ID = _ID;
NAME = _NAME;
CLEARTIME = _CLEARTIME;
}
...
The only inconvenient is that you have to call setValues before using converter.
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
