I'm trying to figure out what | have done to make autocomplete quit working, or only work some of
the time.

The problem seems to be intermittent. For a while, it seemed that | would get it back by re-starting
ThelDE. Sometimes it would work on some classes, and not on others -- then mysteriously start
working on the classes that weren't formerly working.

Now, it has suddenly stopped working at all, and | have no idea what | have done to make it stop
-- and nothing I've tried will start it up again.

I've double-checked the spelling, capitalization, etc. Using CTRL+SPACE doesn't appear to do
anything. Using CTRL+[,] appears to do something, but presents a very long list (including items
not in the class of the current variable). And when | pick something from the list, it sends the
cursor to some random place in the file.

Could somebody take a guess at what | might have done to cause this.

UPDATE: | got it to start working again by using CTRL+SHIFT+Y on a variable name. But | am
still clueless about what | might have done to make it quit working.
