I only wanted to iterate over the existing entries, so I could present them in another dialog for
changes... basically, I wanted a way to manipulate the 'history'.

The changes I proposed will not change the entries, but will make it possible to iterate over them
in a read-only fashion (thanks to the wonders of the const keyword).

As luzr said, you'd still need to use Clear and recreate the list, if you wanted to make edits... but at
least you can see what's actually in the list.

I suspect this behavior is needed, in order to keep certain parts of the state stable (e.g.
whether-or-not to display a drop-list at all).
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
