I have some packages from which I need to make shared libs (both dll and .so). Packages use
each other to some extent.
For example :
Packages A, B, C, D
B & C uses A
D uses B & C

I'd need A.dll, B.dll, C.dll and D.dll (or .so), without code duplication in them, do B.dll & C.dll refers
to A.dll and D.dll refers to B.dll and C.dll.

How should I do it ?
