I'm using U++ 2008 Beta 1 and I've already fixed some compilation warnings with MS C/C++ 9.0.

Here are the patches (all with _MSC_VER > 1400) since I'm using Visual C++ 2008, I don't know
what happens in previous versions of the compiler.

- /NOOPT:WIN98 is obsolete for the linker in MSC 9.0, I think it should be removed from the build
settings for this compiler.

- In Core/Ol_set.CPP , the file starts with:

#pragma BLITZ_PROHIBIT

this is reported of course as unknown pragma.

should be #define ???

- In CtrlLib/ChWin32.cpp, MSC says tmschema.h is obsolete, I've replaced:

#include <uxtheme.h>
#include <tmschema.h>

by

#include <uxtheme.h>
#ifdef _MSC_VER
#if _MSC_VER > 1400	// Visual C > 2005
#include <vssym32.h>
#else
#include <tmschema.h>
#endif
#endif
