SetFrame on DropList causes appearance problem. On the picture attached I called
drop.SetFrame(ThinInsetFrame()), but there is little difference also in calling
drop.SetFrame(InsetFrame()) for example. If there is no SetFrame at all DropList displays
correctly. Last build where everything was OK for me was 709-dev1, but there are too many
changes in the sources of DropList since the time for me to realize where the problem is.
