First of all, I'm using the version upp-mingw-712-dev1. I know that is not the latest, but I guess the
thing, I ask about here should work there too.

I have to use STL and not NTL for a reason.

I want to use multimap. If I do the usual stuff:

#include <map>
std::multimap<int, double> mm;

This is a simple insert operation:

mm.insert( pair<int, double>(5, 5.0) );

Then I receive the following error message:
