After a long hiatus I am back to programming and wanted to sync U++ to the latest.  I've cleaned
up a new version of the experimental portage tree and was working on setting up a live ebuild
(directly from the svn source tree).  I have the following questions:

1) has there ever been developed a method for bootstrap generation of the Makefiles without a full
blown version of U++ installed?  I am having a real chicken and egg problem with getting the live
ebuild working, and a clean solution to the problem could clean up all of the patches I am hacking
over the Makefiles.

2) at one point we discussed the inclusion of a pkg-config interface to find the
includes/libraries/flags.  Has any work been done on this?

3) is there anyone would would like to test my new ebuilds before I put them up on the server?
