Google people said this in discussion groups:

Google puts a lot of trust into the organizations that are taking part in GSoC. The idea behind this
"voucher" is that if you're a new and lesser known organizaton, that you try and find an
established org that can vouch for you so that Google extends the trust they put into them onto
your org.

You can still apply without it, but if you're really small, new, and unknown, having some other org
vouch for you would probably increase your chances. 
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
