String text = editor.GetSelection();
3) pass the string text to Report as discussed in another thread in this forum.

The problem: the selected text doens't contain the newline (\n) char. This means that you loose
the format and the vertical alignment.
Any idea how to grab the text but preserving the newline char if it is present?
