I am using the latest version of U++ on ubuntu linux. I have a problem now with compiling my
application because of inherited packages. I cannot add the Core, CtrlLib, etc. packages to my
project! The seem to be invisible when I try to add them to my package. When I set the main
package to for example: Core, then it does work!

When I just installed TheIDE I didn't experience this problem. I don't know what changed that
made me not able to add packages to my main package. I have completely reinstalled theide and
upp, including manually removed the sources directories (/usr/share/upp/ and ~/upp).

Why is this happening? Does anybody know it?
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
