It's nice that we can change some colors in ArrayCtrl and SQLCtrl. But seems that there is no way
to change the Cursor row color when the focus is lost : it's always gray, and not very visible when
the cursor row is the first under the headers... | need to have it more visible, either by changing
the unfocused cursor row color, either by changing the headers color (The 2 possibilities would be
great ! But at least one...).

I'm not very sure that it's possible with GridCtrl, anyway | need this more especially for SQLCtrl,
so it's difficult to replace it by GridCtrl...

It seems difficult to do that just by overriding the paint method... So, what is the best way to do
that ?
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
