I have an application developed on Windows platform, that compiles and works fine. Now I am in
the process to port it on a linux platform. When I try to compile it with gcc, I get the following error:
"expression cannot be used as a function" on line 17 of Function.h. I am using Ultimate++ 2017.2.
It is unclear if the error is triggered by some code I wrote even if it shows up in that file. In the past
I compiled the same program on linux using an older version of Ultimate++ and it compiled without
problems.
