comment in the start of the parsed String,
i decided to use CParser like this:

void TestCParser() {
    String s = " some text ";
    CParser p;
    p.NoSkipComments();
    p.Set(s);
}

investigation :
	CParser& NoSkipComments()                 { return SkipComments(false); }

CParser& CParser::SkipComments(bool b)
{
	skipcomments = b;
	term = wspc;
	Spaces0();                     <--- 
	return *this;
}

SkipComments is ambiguous,
if it is a setter, it must be a setter only,
if it is a procedure, it must not change the value of "skipcomments"
