| have a little problem with SqIExp when i want to use an alias for a table used twice in same
request. It's something like this :

SELECT tl.id, tl1.coll, tl1.col2, t1.father, t2.coll, t2.col2
FROM tablel AS t1
INNER JOIN tablel AS t2 ON t2.id = tl1.father

In .sch file i declare this :

TABLE_(TABLE1)

INT_(ID) PRIMARY_KEY AUTO_INCREMENT NOT_NULL
STRING_ (COL1,10) UNIQUE NOT_NULL INDEX

STRING_ (COL2,50)

INT_ (FATHER) UNIQUE NOT_NULL

END_TABLE

The SqlExp used is like this :

SQL & Select(ID.Of(TABLE),COL1.0f(TABLE),COL2.0f(TABLE),COL1.0f(T2),COL2.0f(T2))
.From(TABLE)

.InnerJoin(TABLE).AsTable(T2).0On(ID.Of(T2) == FATHER.Of(TABLE));
Compiling send this message :
