Hi,

using the routine for saving compressed files in the zip file, I found that in some cases there is
divergence from the time passed as parameter. I performed tests, just like the attached image.
That is, if you save a file that was modified at a certain "second", the routine, for some wrong
reason, saves it at the later or lower second 
(very strange, as if the seconds were rounded off!)
