+ Linter package: Linter package is now a compile-time option, using the LINTER flag.

+ Linter package: Footprint in ThelDE's source code is further narrowed down.

+ Linter package: A module registration mechanism is implemented.

+ Linter package: Added a mechanism to switch between available linter modules on-the-fly.

Now the registered modules that have a valid/installed backend will appear in the menu and can
be selected by the user.

Since now the module registration and selection is implemented, it is time to send a pull request
for review and start implementing clang-tidy module.
