Hi Werner,

you are right, of course. Before to post my stupid question I tried .WhenCursor but without
success, the callback was not activated by moving the cursor by keyboard. After your code  I've
investigated better and I discovered a bug in my application. It had two supplementary line that in
principle should work with the click of the mouse but prevented to work with the arrow keys! More
or less this:

void OnCursor()
{   int i = my_array_ctrl.GetClickRow(); // <====
    if (i<0) return;  // always return by pressing the arrow keys
    PromptOK("Cursor moved!");
}
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The fix was trivial: substitute GetClickRow() with Getcursor(). 
Perhaps I should write a book of "instructive" mistakes
