I'm double checking to make sure that everything works. Unfortunately this will take awhile...

As part of the portage build, U++ adds an env file currently defined as /etc/env.d/60upp. This file
sets up the environmental variables, etc. When U++ installed in /opt/upp this made setting up the
path and everything else automatic, and | decided to keep it around to add any variables U++
needs for proper definition. So, assuming that the build went as planned, you should only have
had to run env-update, and source /etc/profile (or simply reboot). As I said it will take me a little
while to remove it and reemerge it from scratch so | know for sure that everything is working OK.

I'll post back later with my findings.
